The Heavy Equipment and Machinery Show will be open from 8am to 4pm daily from Thursday 18 May
to Sunday 21 May. The event will be held in Sideshow Alley at the Brisbane Showgrounds which can be
accessed from O’Connell Terrace, Bowen Hills.

The Heavy Equipment and Machinery Show will run alongside the Brisbane Truck Show at the Brisbane
Convention and Exhibition Centre with a single ticket getting people into both events as well as free
shuttle buses between the two venues.

The Show will offer visitors a dedicated food and bar area called Trimble Inn which will be open from
8am to 4pm daily.
